Intreduction

In December 2009, the Port of Seattle purchased the Woodinville
subdivision from the BHSF Railroad. The Easwide Rail Corridor,
stretching berween Snohomish and Renton via Kirkland, thereby
become a publicly-owned corridor. The Ciry of Kirkland has long
been inferested in the corridor as a potential facility for bicycle
and pedestrian transpertation, having identified the Cross Kirkland
Trail! project more than 15 years age.

With the corricior coming info public ownership, the City Council
directed the Transportation Commission to conduct public cutreach,
then identify and document the Ciry’s interests in the corridor. This
Interest Statement is the product of that work

Ovtreach elements induded gathering comments at the
Wednesday Market, fielding three on-line surveys, meeting with
2oords, Commissions and neighborhood groups, walking the
carridor, ond receiving testimony at Transportation Commission
meatings. The 2009 Final Eastside Commuter Rail Feasibility
Study? prepared by Sound Transit and PSRC also served as a
reference.

This Interest Statement is not a proposal or a recommendation per
se. Rather, it is infended to guide evaluation of propesals for
corridor development. Proposals that sarisfy mere of the interests
would rank more highty than proposals that satisfy fewer of the
interests. The conclusions at the end of this document describe the
type of corridor development that is likely 1o be practical and
meet the City's inferests given current information.
