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There are three reasons for doing this

1. Help the City make transportation policy decisions.  Issues come before the TC it’s helpful to have a consistent set of principles on which to base policy decisions.

2. We’re hopeful that the principles can form the basis of the next Comp. Plan update.

3. We want to use the principles to look at 3 issues and develop specific recommendations.   Some of these recommendations will fold into future TC work plans, others might be handled by other groups.

The chart depicts alignment between Vision, funding and what we do.  We hope the principles will help get all three elements into alignment.

Complete street: Juanita Drive
