Common Household Scrap Metal items include:

• Utensils (remember – nothing sharp!)

• Pots and pans (handles OK)

• Small appliances made mostly from 
metal (like toasters, irons & some light fixtures)

• Fireplace grates and BBQ parts
• Small automotive and bicycle parts 

(no grease, please!)

• Decorative items (candlestick holders, 

knobs, handles & metal lamps)

• Broken or worn-out tools and fasteners
• Metal pipe and fittings
• Metal ducts, grates and air vents

Plastic Bottles, Jugs,  
Cups, Tubs & Bags
Empty and rinse. Labels OK; no lids or caps

Plastic water & soda bottles  
(no lids or caps)

Scrap Metal
Metal items under 2 ft. long and 35 pounds are 
accepted in your cart. No wood, plastic or 
rubber attachments or casings. No sharp metal 
or greasy metals parts are accepted.

Recycling
Clean recyclables go in your blue recycling cart

• Empty clean recyclables out of bags and boxes into the cart so that they can be easily sorted.  

• Put all recycling in your blue recycling cart. 

• Blue recycling carts are emptied weekly.

No cost for extra recycling: Put extra recycling in Kraft paper bags, cardboard 
boxes or 32-gallon containers with handles and lid. Please label “Recycle.”
