I’ve signed up for PWS… what do I do now?
You will be contacted by a coach approximately 
one week prior to the first day, Sept. 10. The coach 
will provide you with information about the game 
schedule, etc.

I’d like to be a coach, what do I do?  
And, what if my team has no coach?
If you’d like to apply to be a volunteer coach, please 
contact 425.587.3331. We are always looking for good 
volunteers. Prior soccer experience is not necessary. We 
handle applications on a first-come, first-serve basis; 
therefore, getting your volunteer packet turned in 
ASAP is crucial. All coaches must pass a background 
check. If no one volunteers to coach your team then 
KPCS staff will contact individual parents from your 
team roster to coach.

How are teams formed?
Registration is taken on a first come, first serve basis. 
Siblings will be placed on the same team. Teams are 
formed randomly, but we take into consideration 
gender ratios and ages of the participants.
