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TRIP GENERATION

Revised traffic generation estimates were prepared to reflect the revised
development alternatives, using the Institute of Transportation Engineers’ Trip
Generation, 7th Edition, as summarized in Table 1.

This results in 36 estimated afternoon peak hour trips; 59 morning peak hour trips;
and 448 total weekday trips.

SUMMARY

Traffic generation is less than analyzed in the July 2005 study, and therefore impacts
are less than those previously reported and found to be insignificant.

The prgject’s impacts to increased delays are not significant. Moreover, the City has
established thresholds for SEPA mitigation at intersections. Intersections operating
at level of service "F” may be required to mitigate impacts of proportionate share
impacts of 5 percent or more. Intersections operating at level of service "D" have no

mitigation requirement. The resulting proportional share is less than the 1.97
percent previously reported; no SEPA mitigation is warranted.
